QUOTING CRUZ: "I thought the only thing 1 had to do was to stay behind Wuyke and
let him set the pace, but just after the 400 I noticed he slowed down a little
bit so I had to take the lead. I had a little trouble the last 300 because the

wind was too strong. I thought about running under 45, but I think this time is
OK now."
